 The SOE from the FLDOE will officially provide notification of the requirements to obtain the Five-Year Athletic Coaching 
Certificate. I must refer to my SOE for these requirements.  The requirements for the Five-Year Athletic Coaching Certificate include 

the following: 
• Three (3) semester hours in care and prevention of athletic injuries, and the effects and dangers of drug use including 

performance enhancing drugs (Sports First Aid) 
• Three (3) semester hours in coaching theory  

• Option 1 (College Credit): 
o I must complete this coursework at an approved, accredited college/university. 
o The course description MUST cover specifically the nine (9) semester hours (all topics) listed above.  I am 

responsible for seeking FLDOE course approval and providing the OFFICIAL paper transcripts showing completion 
of this coursework to the FLDOE directly.  I may email the FLDOE for approval at 
Education.Certification@fldoe.org.  The email must include the name of the college/university, course prefix, course 

number and course title.  Alternatively, I may contact the FLDOE at 800.445.6739. 
o I must also provide a valid cardiopulmonary resuscitation (CPR) certificate issued by the American Heart 

Association or the American Red Cross.    
• Option 2 (Approved Online Human Kinetics Courses): 

o I must complete this coursework online with Human Kinetics Coach Education Center.
