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What Will Students Learn in this Unit?

Measuring with Inches, Feet, Yards, Centimeters,
and Meters

In this unit, your child learns how to measure the lengths of objects by lining up one end
of each object with 0 on a measuring tool and nding the number on the measuring tool
where the other end of the object lines up. Students will rst measure the lengths of
objects in inches, feet, and yards. Students will also determine whether a given object is
best measured with a ruler, yardstick, or tape measure. Students also measure the lengths
of objects in centimeters and meters. Students will determine whether a given object is
best measured with a centimeter ruler or a meterstick. Your child also learns to use
subtraction to nd how much longer one obiject is than another. Your child should be able
to compare the lengths of objects using measurement units from the customary and
metric systems.
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Relating Units of Measure

Your child also learns to relate measurements in inches, feet, and yards and then in
centimeters and meters. It is important that he/she understands how two measurements
of an object given in di erent units compare to each other. For example, your child should
comprehend that it takes more inches than feet and more centimeters than meters to
measure an object s length. Have your child practice measuring objects twice; rstin the
smaller unit and then in the larger unit. Then have your child identify whether his/her
measurements have more of the smaller or larger unit of measure.

Example:

Measure the length of a bookshelf in inches and feet.
A bookshelf is about 36 inches long.
A bookshelf is about 3 feet long.

Do your measurements have more inches or feet?
My measurements have more inches.
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Finding Perimeter

In this unit your child will also be introduced to perimeter. They will understand the
concept of perimeter involving two-dimensional shapes and real-world objects. Students
will learn to determine the perimeter of a gure by counting and by adding side lengths
when measurements are given.
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
