What Will Students Learn in This Unit?
Using Known Facts and Adding a Group to Multiply
Your child will practice using known facts to multiply. One strategy is to use a known fact 
and add one more group to �nd the product. For example, when multiplying 3 × 7, your 
child can use the known fact 2 × 7 = 14, then add one more group of 7 to �nd the product 
of 3 × 7.

Students use arrays to visualize the problems. For example, 3 × 7 can be shown in the 
following way.

Using Multiplication to Recall Division Facts
Your child will use his or her knowledge of multiplying and dividing to use related 
multiplication facts to recall the quotient in a division problem. 

Examples: 

24 ÷ 3 = ?

? × 3 = 24

24 ÷ 3 = 8 

8 × 3 = 24
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
